His son is into reading, specially, classical literature.


d) I don’t like learning Chinese, it is very difficult. (Not that into). 
I am not that into learning Chinese, it’s very difficult.


e) She has been practicing yoga for six months, but I think she is not enjoying it anymore (lose).
She has been practicing yoga for six months, but I think she has lost interest in it.
